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After you start the application, the Login window is opened.

You must enter the e-mail address used to login to ProjectOffice.net and click 
Login. The checkbox in front of the Remember me option is checked by default, 
which means that your e-mail and password will be remembered when you login 
next time. If you uncheck this box, your e-mail and password will not be 
remembered.  

After you click Login, the main notification window will appear.

3.3 APPLICATION OPTIONS 

If you click the Menu key, the following options are shown:

By moving the Trackball up and down, you may select the desired option and then 
press to execute it. 
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1. Next 

By selecting this option you can view the next item. If you are viewing the last 
item, nothing will change.  

2. Previous 

By selecting this option you can view the previous item. If you are viewing the 
first item, nothing will change. 

3. Mark as read 

After you select an item and click the Mark as read button, the item is marked 
as read. 

4. Mark as unread 

If a read item needs to be saved for future reading, the Mark as unread button 
must be selected.  

5. Delete 

You may delete one or more notifications from the notifications list by 
selecting the notification and clicking Delete. Use SHIFT + Trackball down to 
select more than one item. 

6. Settings 

When you choose this option, the following screen appears:

Here you can set two options: 

• Auto Check - You may set the application to check automatically for new 
notifications. If the option is set to Yes, the desired interval (in minutes) 
can be set. The minimum period is 5 minutes and the maximum is 60 
minutes.  

You may also set the time period in which you want to receive your 
notifications. The time is in accordance with the time set on the device.  

• Notifications - You may set now many new notifications you want to receive 
when logging in. The default value is set at 15, with the maximum of 50.  
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7. Copy  

This option is from the LabelField control available on the device. 

8. Close 

When you click on the Close button, the application is closed and the main 
screen appears. However, the application is still running in the background and 
new notifications are received. 

If you click the Menu key in the list notification view, the following options are 
shown:

You may receive additional notifications even if the application is closed. To set 
this option:

When you select this option, the following screen appears: 

Here, you may set the following options (note that these options are set for all 
other applications on the device): 

1. Out of Holster (if the phone is out of the case), to set how you want to 
receive the notifications (e.g. None, Tone, Vibrate, Vibrate + Tone). 
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2. Ringtone. 
3. Volume. 
4. Number of beeps. 
5. Repeat notification. 
6. Number of vibrations.
